What Are We Learning?
We are learning to find objects that match.

How to Set up the Challenge
+ Provide a variety of different-sized plastic storage containers and their
matching lids.

« Alternatively, you could provide saucepans and matching lids.

+ As well as different sizes, you may wish to provide different-shaped
containers and lids, such as circular and rectangular.

+ Spread out the containers and lids separately on the floor or at a table.
+ Invite your child to come and help you with a problem.

« Tell them that you have got in a muddle and you need their help to match
the lids to the containers.

How to Get Your Child Thinking

+ Where is the biggest container? Can you find the
biggest lid?

+ What shape lid is this? Which container do you think it
matches with?

+ How do you know that this lid and container do not match?

+ How many lids do you have left to match up?

What Are We Learning?

We are learning to use vocabulary to talk about how objects have
been sorted.

How to Set up the Challenge
« Collect a selection of leaves of different sizes, shapes and colours.

« Provide two circles for the children to use as a sorting diagram.
This could be two plates or two circles drawn onto paper.

How to Get Your Child Thinking
« Canyou tell me how you have sorted the leaves?
« Areyou able to do it a different way?
« Canyou tell me why you chose to place that leaf there?
+ Complete a sorting diagram for your child. Ask them:
+ How have | sorted these leaves?

+ Canyou find another leaf that could complete the
diagram?

« Complete a sorting diagram for your child, putting one leaf in
the wrong place. Ask your child:

Have | sorted the leaves correctly?

Canyou find the one that is not in the right place?
Why do you think that?

Canyou put it in the right place? How do you know it
goes there?

- Can you find another way?

« Where do you think this leaf should go?

What Are We Learning?

We are learning to compare quantities to five.
How to Set up the Challenge

« With your child, practise counting to five using your fingers
as aguide.

+ Explain the game; you both put one hand behind your back and say,
“Ready, steady, go!”

+ Then, each person reveals the hand hidden behind their back to
show a number of fingers.

+ With your child, count and compare the number of fingers you are
each holding up. Who is holding up more/fewer fingers?

+ Play the game again. Each time, hold up fingers to count
and compare.

+ You could try showing different arrangements of

fingers too. ’“
